As such, it should be completed as a group, and everyone on the team should provide input regarding strengths and needs within the community, the home, and the school (or work if this is an adult).  

· For each Need/Strength listed, the team should consider each of the settings listed (i.e. community, home, and school/work), and determine if this is a need or strength in that particular setting.  

· Once it is determined whether this is a need or a strength, the team should further decide if this is a “high” need or “somewhat” of a need, or if this is “somewhat” of a strength or a “high” strength.  

· The facilitator should then check the appropriate box, for that need/strength, under the appropriate setting column.
